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2009/2010 SRAC PYLON RACE SEASON FINAL

firma at number one pylon with absolutely no damage.  No names here to protect the innocent!! 
 
Highlights are as follows: 
 
1) Duane Kaasa, who first joined SRAC back in the 80’s, is our new “1/2A and Doubler Champion”.  These are Duane’s first,  
first places for SRAC  pylon after many years of racing.  Duane competed with his immaculate own design 1/2A and scratch 
built Doubler.  Congratulations Duane for a great season. 
 
2) Surprise 3rd place winner in 1/2A’s was undoubtedly Rick Etter flying Roy’s 1/2A, rudder, and elevator “Foamy”.  This only 
goes to prove that racing is all about starting on time and – most important – finishing the race.  Rick also placed 3rd in Electric’s 
with his very own version – but quite legal -of the AMA 423 class we allow in electrics.  Congratulations Rick on both events. 
 
3)  Other place winners were : Scott and Gary Flickinger, 2nd place in 1/2A’s and 3rd place in Doublers. Jerry Neupert finished 
second with his very nice paper tissue (silkspan) covered Doubler. Congratulations to all of you. 
 
4) In the very fast and exciting Electric class racing, old age and cunning prevailed over youth and agility. Roy and Patrick went 
into the final race day of the season - after five race days – separated by only one point. In the first heat of the day Roy pulled 
ahead with his Electric GLH overtaking Patrick’s Voodoo to make the fast time of the season and gain another point lead over 
Patrick.  The second heat Patrick was determined to beat up Roy but in his exuberance cut 4 times and was disqualified. Now 
Roy was 6 points ahead and only needed to finish to win the season. In the third heat, would you believe, Roy’s GLH would not 
start up due - we found later - to an overheated ESC.
